Checking In: 
There are a variety of ways to arrive at the Cornell Campus.  

  
You will want to find your way to the HANS BETHE HOUSE located on West Campus.  This will be the location of your housing registration and where you will be residing during your stay.   Hans Bethe House is located on West Avenue adjacent to the Noyes Recreational Community Center.

Late Arrivals:

If an individual is checking in when the office hours are closed, it is best to contact the on-call person which can be done in two ways:

1. When you arrive at the Hans Bethe House you will see a telephone next to the entrance.   Pick up that phone and Dial 607-793-3772.  These are the yellow campus phones near the doors. 

2. Dial from personal phone to 607-793-3772. 

Both numbers will be directed to an individual who will be there to assist you within minutes.
